1.2 Building up sense of belonging to the school

1.3Encouraging students presently studying in the school to aspire to the
honorary alumnus as role model

2. Criteria For Honorary Alumnus

2.1Having Outstanding Personal Character

2.2Making contribution to the school
2.2.1 Having long service to the alma mater (for over 5 years)
e.g. as instructor of uniform teams, committee member of Alumni
Association, member of the School Board of Directors
2.2.2 Showing keen concern to the development of the alma mater
e.g. making contribution to the improvement of school facilities or
equipments sponsoring school fund-raising activities

2.3Making contribution to the community
2.3.1 Exceptional achievement of personal business
2.3.2 Personal experience having positive effect upon the community
2.3.3 Actively engaged in voluntary community services

Note: 2.1 is a pre-requisite condition with at least one of the items from
2.2.1to0 2.3.3 as a necessary criteria

3. Qualification of the person making the nomination

3.1 Can be nominated by either one or more existing teacher or staff, or
teachers or staff who have left the school.

3.2 Can be nominated by one or more of the existing or outgoing School
Board Member(s).

3.3 Can be nominated by one or more school alumnus/alumni.
